purposes.  We actually saw results in the outcome of 
pending legislation as a result of talks that took place 
at that breakfast.  òBoó Arnold, Mary Jo Trimble, Joe 
Seten, and IFOR lobbyist George Fleischli attended the 
breakfast.  
 
     Wednesday evening many of our IFOR Directors and 
members attended the dinner and Sportsmenõs Caucus 
fundraising auction at the IDNR Building.  We continued 
with our networking and discussions with legislators in 
attendance and supported the Caucus during the live 
auction and silent auction with purchases of items of-
fered.   If you have never attended this event, you 
need to plan to do so in the future.  Meeting the legis-
lators and sharing your thoughts and concerns is vital to 
maintaining support for our issues.  It is much easier for 
a legislator to support your concerns if he has met you 
in person and can put a face with an issue and the im-
portance to that individual and his group.  
 
     This writer was honored to represent the Sports-
menõs and Animal Ownersõ Voting Alliance (SAOVA) and 
present on their behalf the Illinois Legislator of the 
Year Award to Rep. David Reis of the Olney area for his 
work on behalf of dog owners this year by serving on 
the Illinois Agriculture Dog Task Force to discuss issues 
concerning the Animal Welfare Act and changes that 
may or may not be needed.  Rep. Reis continued his 
support of dog and horse owners and outdoor recrea-
tion users as a member of the House Agriculture Com-
mittee.
